The 14th Annual Young Artist Exhibition will take place on Saturday and Sunday, 

June 27 and 28.  The Middle School section (grades 6-8) will be held at the W. 

Dale Clark Library, 215 S. 15th Street, and the Senior High section (grade 9-12) 

will be held at the Artists’ Cooperative Gallery, 405 S. 11th Street.

Young Artist Exhibition Hours :  Saturday 10 a.m. - 5 p.m.
     Sunday 12 p.m. - 5 p.m.

Participation Requirements: 
 All student work must have been created in the 2008 - 2009 school year.
 Suggested categories include clay, drawing, graphics, printmaking, 3D, 
 mixed media, painting, sculpture, photography, etc. 
 All 2-dimensional artwork must be matted or mounted to reinforce the  
 back for display purposes. All 3-dimensional work must be suitable for  
 display. 

Art Educators: 
Due to limited space, please do not exeed the limit of 10 pieces of art per educator.
 You may submit up to two (2) entries per student. 
 Complete the enclosed School Entry Roster for your entries.       
 (Make a copy for your own records.)
 Copy and complete the enclosed Loan Agreement for each participating
 student. 
 Copy and handout to each student the enclosed Student and Family
 Participation Letter.
